Tutors in the Writing Lab work with students during all parts of the writing process, filing a detailed report to each student’s instructor.  They help grade the Diagnostic Exam administered by the English Department for the freshmen.  Select tutors teach a section of the Writing Principles course each semester.  Tutors are paid an hourly wage for work in the center and a salary for the course.  It is a one-year post during the 2016-17 school year with possible renewal based on performance.
Qualifications
Tutors must be graduate students at UD, and preference will be given to IPS students.  Someone seeking the post should be an excellent writer, and he or she should be able to demonstrate three things:  first, thorough knowledge of traditional English grammar, standard usage and American punctuation; second, some background in rhetoric and composition; and, third, the pedagogic virtues—clarity, patience and kindness—requisite for tutoring sessions.
